COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course introduces the student to the sport management profession. Primary focus is on the
sport industry, including professional sport entertainment, amateur sport entertainment, for-profit
sport participation, nonprofit sport participation, sporting goods, sports tourism and sport
Services.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: Students will be able to:

1. Differentiate between the various functional areas of sport management;

2. Describe the organizational and managerial foundations of sport management;

3. ldentify the historical, sociological, cultural, and psychological foundations of sport
management;
Identify current trends and issues in sport management;
Appreciate current research in sport management;
Demonstrate an understanding of professional preparation in sport management.
Develop an appreciation for the sports industry as a business and also an appreciation for
the discipline necessary to work in the industry.
8. Improve their overall communications skills during this class.

CLASS ATTENDANCE:

A grade of ‘0’ will be assigned to all
missed work unless otherwise determined by the instructor. You are strongly encouraged to hand
assignments in on time.
