COURSE DESCRIPTION

Introduces sport management profession. Primary focus is on sport industry, including professional sport
entertainment, amateur sport entertainment, for-profit sport participation, nonprofit sport participation, sporting
goods, and sport services.

INSTRUCTOR EXPECTATIONS

1. All assigned reading for each class is expected to be done prior to coming to class.

class. Your contributions are not only welcomed, they are essential.
