University Catalog Course Description

Introduces sport management profession. Primary focus is on sport industry, including professional
sport entertainment, amateur sport entertainment, for-profit sport participation, nonprofit sport
participation, sporting goods, and sport services.

Course Overview

This course provides students with introductory knowledge of skills needed to properly manage
programs in recreation and athletics, including intercollegiate and interscholastic athletics,
intramural and club programs, and alternative athletic programs such as corporate fitness centers
and YMCA’s.

Course Delivery Method

This course will be delivered online (76% or more) using an asynchronous format via Blackboard
Learning Management system (LMS) housed in the MyMason portal. You will log in to the
Blackboard (Bb) course site using your Mason email name (everything before
@masonlive.gmu.edu) and email password. The course site will be available on August 24, 2020,
12:01AM.

Under no circumstances, may candidates/students participate in online class sessions (either
by phone or Internet) while operating motor vehicles. Further, as expected in a face-to-face
class meeting, such online participation requires undivided attention to course content and
communication.

Online Self-Reflection Journals (25%):
Students are required to complete weekly journals that have them reflect on their interests,
skills, values, strengths and career aspirations.

Online Discussion (25%)

Using the Discussion tool, answer questions related to the module topic. Each of you will
post a response to a discussion question by 11:59pm on the due date (responses can be
posted prior to the due date) AND then make a minimum of two additional comments to
responses made by your classmates or professor throughout the week.

Examination 1 (15%) and 2 (15%):

Multiple choice and true/false. — All materials covered up to the day of the midterm exam
will be included. Closed book. No Notes. No help. Requires you to use a webcam and
Respondus Lockdown Browser.
